If for 
any reason you do not wish to drink from the chalice, could I therefore ask you to simply let it pass 
you by.  The Church of England has always taught that it is sufficient to receive just the bread.  If 
you have any questions about this, please speak to me after the service or during the week.

Old Testament Reading: Ezekiel 2.1-5 

He said to me, ‘Son of man, stand up on your feet and I will speak to you.’ As 

he spoke, the Spirit came into me and raised me to my feet, and I heard him 

speaking to me. 

He said: ‘Son of man, I am sending you to the Israelites, to a rebellious nation 

that has rebelled against me; they and their ancestors have been in revolt 

against me to this very day. The people to whom I am sending you are 

obstinate and stubborn. Say to them, “This is what the 

Sovereign LORD says.” And whether they listen or fail to listen – for they are a 

rebellious people – they will know that a prophet has been among them. 

 

Gospel Reading: Mark 6.1-13 

Jesus left there and went to his home town, accompanied by his 

disciples. When the Sabbath came, he began to teach in the synagogue, and 

many who heard him were amazed. 

‘Where did this man get these things?’ they asked. ‘What’s this wisdom that 

has been given him? What are these remarkable miracles he is 

performing? Isn’t this the carpenter? Isn’t this Mary’s son and the brother of 

James, Joseph, Judas and Simon? Aren’t his sisters here with us?’ And they 

took offence at him. 

Jesus said to them, ‘A prophet is not without honour except in his own town, 

among his relatives and in his own home.’ He could not do any miracles there, 

except lay his hands on a few people who were ill and heal them. He was 

amazed at their lack of faith. 

Then Jesus went around teaching from village to village. Calling the Twelve to 

him, he began to send them out two by two and gave them authority over 

impure spirits.
